	Theme – TOGETHER WE CAN

Celebration performance as a final farewell – year 6 children will work collaboratively to prepare for a final performance for a large audience.
ICT: Legacy – children will be producing their own podcast about themselves, their time spent at Courthouse Green and their hopes and aspirations for the future.
PSHE: A scheme ‘Good To Be Me’ will focus on developing the children with the skills, abilities and attitudes, in preparation for secondary school. A Magistrates day has been arranged as part of our Citizenship programme.
RE: RE through Art - looking at how religions and religious views are represented.
ART – Weekly artist studies. The children will be exploring how people, emotions and views are represented through the work of different artists, and various art forms.
