At Courthouse Green, we believe home learning supports pupils to secure knowledge into long-term memory, develop fluency and build independence as learners.  Home learning reflects our classroom practice by providing opportunities for pupils to:
1. Revisit and retrieve prior learning
1. Practise key skills until they become automatic and embedded
1. Apply knowledge in different contexts
It strengthens the partnership between school and home and supports pupils in becoming confident, independent learners who can articulate their understanding.

· Consolidate and embed learning through retrieval and repeated practice
· Develop pupils’ fluency and automaticity in key skills
· Support pupils to become independent and reflective learners

· Support pupils to develop our core values: pride, responsibility, collaboration, resilience, kindness and striving to improve

Home learning at Courthouse Green is:
1. Purposeful – clearly linked to prior or current learning
1. Proportionate – manageable and age-appropriate
1. Focused on fluency – prioritising reading, spelling and maths
1. Based on retrieval practice – helping pupils remember more over time
1. Accessible and inclusive – adapted to meet the needs of all learners
1. Consistent – clear expectations across year groups

1. encourage discussion to deepen understanding
